School Facility Conditions and Planned Improvements

Marcum-lllinois School was established 90 years ago, the current school site was built in 1960. The 2006 modernization
included all ten classrooms, kitchen, bathrooms, administration offices, media center classroom, sewer and parking lot.
Marcum-lllinois School has a reputation as a safe, clean, well cared for campus. The grounds/custodial staff keeps the
restrooms, buildings, and grounds clean and neat.

This past year , we have added chromebooks or ipads for every student. We have completed facility upgrades to the

blacktop area and the preschool.

We purchased new appliances for the kitchen and modernized the electrical and plumbing for the kitchen.
We also upgraded the playgrounds for the preschool and elementary school.
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We provide a safe, clean learning environment in three permanent structures, housing ten classrooms, the main office,
multipurpose room, computer lab, library, and kitchen. Portables provide three additional classrooms. Together the
buildings accommodate 300 students and 24 preschoolers.

An Emergency Handbook is kept in the school office, and outlines a plan of action for emergencies such as earthquakes,
fires, floods, and chemical spills. In addition, every classroom has an Emergency Procedures folder for the teacher’s use.
The Sutter County Fire Department conducts periodic school safety inspections.

The School Safety Plan was last reviewed, updated, and discussed with the school faculty in August of 2020. The school

safety plan will be reviewed again in February of 2021. Key elements of the plan include monthly safety drills, crisis
intervention plans, and emergency response procedures.
